To this end, we have be-
gun plans for a Poker
Run in February. | under-
stand that this is a long
way off to many of us but
having the time to plan
and make airport connec-
tions/arrangements takes
six months to accomplish.
We have kept the 2nd
Saturday of the Month
meeting date and
changed our meetings to
begin at 10am instead of
10:30am so we have an
hour for our meetings, if
needed, and will sched-
ule our speaker at 11am.
This will enable those
members who prefer to
attend only the speaker
portion of our meeting to
do so. You will still be
part of the decision-
making process with re-
quired voting on meeting
items taking place just
before the 11am pro-
gram. Unfortunately, you
won't benefit from the dis-
cussion that took place
during the meeting but
will be given a synopsis
of it before the vote. And,
as always, we will con-
clude our meeting day
with optional attendance
at lunch nearby for our
social time to catch up
with each other. To in-
clude our significant oth-
ers in our activities, we
have always had our

Holiday Luncheon and
our monthly speakers but
would like to increase our
flying events for their par-
ticipation as well.

Now the reality. We can
make all the plans in the
world but cannot have a
follow-through without
you. Your chapter offi-
cers have spent a great
deal of time and effort in
planning to reach the
goals that you have set
for your chapter but we
can't do it alone. We
need volunteers. We
need you! Our survey
was sent out to all of our
75 members and we had
20 respondents. Having
20% or more survey re-
turns makes it a valid sur-
vey but the dismal partici-
pation makes me wonder
if we are truly meeting
every member's need.
Jeanne Burklund has
agreed to Chair our
Poker Run event and will
be our liaison with our
EAA chapter partner to
organize and run it. But
she is already our treas-
urer and webpage man-
ager on top of this. She
needs committee mem-
bers to assist her with the
Poker Run which means
we again need you!
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And finally, Nancy Wright has come to
my rescue and added the responsibili-
ties of Vice Chair on top of her Aero-
space Education and Sun 'n Fun com-
mittee obligations. She is responsible
for arranging our "interesting" speak-
ers for you but she needs your sug-
gestions. What is interesting to one
may not be interesting to another.
Again, we need you!

Our chapter dues are due each June
1st. Knowing we have 75 members in
our chapter, our $20 annual dues
should allow our budgeting an income
of $1500 each year. If we tried to run
our activities with only $1500, our
chapter would bankrupt so your chap-
ter needs your timely dues remittance
and we supplement our budget with
fundraising. As of the writing of this
newsletter, we have had 23 members
pay their dues starting at our Sun 'n
Fun meeting in April. Twenty-three
out of 75 and, if we were paying our
dues to a financial institution, this
means the majority of our members
are 90 days past due. | understand
that our summer break lends itself to

this delay and, in our busy schedules,
we have good intentions but it slips
our minds. One member said she had
a difficult time remembering to pay her
dues so she began to use our chapter
meeting at Sun 'n Fun as her re-
minder. Now she pays her dues each
April at the meeting and doesn't have
to worry about missing the due date.
This idea may work for you. I've
adopted it since I've been guilty of
forgetfulness as well. | thank those
members who have already paid their
dues and am asking our remaining
members to send in your dues to
Jeanne Burklund today. $20 by any
standard is small! But the potential
return can be enormous.

You will notice on the left column of
our newsletter's front page that we
have some members who have
stepped up and volunteered for com-
mittees. My goal is to have our com-
mittee chairs and officers be listed
with NO duplication of names. If you
have computer experience and would
like to manage our web page; would
like to know more about airmarking; or

would like to consider becoming an
officer, please contact me. Your in-
quiry has no obligation except to gain
information about each position need-
ing a volunteer.

To wrap this up, I'm sure you under-
stand now that you are an integral part
of this organization. We cannot meet
your needs or meet the goals which
you have set for us without your assis-
tance. In some cases, this assistance
may only be making a few phone calls
from home. In others, it may mean
attending each of our meetings as
secretary to take the minutes or
spending a day each year with fellow
members to complete an airmarking at
an airport. In any case, we cannot be
an active, viable organization without
our members and their participation. |
hope you will consider volunteering in
any small or large way that your cal-
endar allows by contacting me today.
